If you only want to see something 
obscure, you won’t get many packets! Also note that circulation lists are limited normally to around 20 
members. This means that, all things being equal, you may well only receive one packet in three or four. So it 
makes sense to concentrate on things you definitely do want to see rather than just chance to pot luck! Note 
that the ‘ONLY’ column is designed for those who specialise in a clearly defined field. You can indicate no 
more than three categories as ONLY! Note also (obviously?) that if you indicate you ONLY want to see (say) 
TPO markings, there will certainly be TPO markings in the packet I despatch to you but there will also be 
other material as well in the same packet. And I can’t guarantee that someone ahead of you in the list won’t 
buy all the material you are interested in. By the same token, if you indicate you are NOT interested in (say) 
TPO markings, you will have to put a brave face on it if there are some in a packet you receive!
